Genome Canada Project: TUFGEN
The University of Manitoba and Agriculture and Agri-Food Canada located in Winnipeg, Canada, has an opening for a graduate student at the PhD level starting September 1, 2010. The project will involve comparative analysis of genomic sequences in flax using two BAC libraries from different genotypes and targeting genomic regions harboring genes involved in fatty acid composition. The student will learn to assemble DNA sequence data including Sanger, 454 and Illumina data. Annotation will be performed and comparative analysis of the sequences will be used to determine DNA sequence variations, polymorphism and functional sequences. The student must meet the admission criteria of the Faculty of Graduate Studies of the University of Manitoba and be enrolled in the Plant Science Department. A yearly stipend will be provided (2010-2013).
