Position available for a MSc or PhD student to conduct research on flax genomics at the Cereal Research Centre of Agriculture and Agri-Food Canada in conjunction with the Plant Science Department of the University of Manitoba

A position is currently available for a graduate student at the Master or Doctoral level to conduct research on flax genomics. The student will be performing the research component at CRC-AAFC, 195 Dafoe Road, located on the Fort Garry Campus of the University of Manitoba, close to the Plant Science Department where other academic duties will take place. A microsatellite map of flax is currently being developed along with other genomics resources such as a large collection of ESTs and the construction of a BAC library. The project entails the integration of all these resources to characterize genes involved in fatty acid biosynthesis and other seed components desirable for the nutraceutical and food industries or for industrial usage of flax. CRC offers excellent facilities (Robotics, ABI DNA analyzers, bioinformatics, etc.). The student must show a strong interest in academics, in the field of molecular genetics and in research. Stipend will follow the Plant Science predetermined rate. Appointment will be pending on acceptance by the Faculty of Graduate Studies of the U of M and AAFC Science Director.
