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With global awareness of how germs spread through travel peaked
by the COVID-19 pandemic, and after identifying a gap in recent
literature, this thematic issue seeks innovative approaches to
exploration history at the crossroads with disease. 

Submissions might explore the Columbian Exchange, how
expeditions helped propagate disease during and after their travels,
how disease was treated among Indigenous and non-Indigenous
populations, how disease was documented and visualized, among
others.
