For the past 26 years, the University of Manitoba has taken part in a nationwide fundraiser, all to help make a difference, and to find a cure for a very harmful and terminal condition.

Shinerama is Canada's largest post-secondary fundraiser for Cystic Fibrosis (CF) research and care, and is celebrating its 46th anniversary this year. This year, more than 35,000 student volunteers across Canada have taken the challenge to help find a cure or an effective control for this terminal condition.  Cystic Fibrosis is a fatal, inherited disease that causes progressive damage to the lungs and digestive systems of its young victims. Despite aggressive treatment, lung infection and its complications eventually claim the life of virtually every patient diagnosed.


Throughout the summer the University of Manitoba Shinerama Committee, led by two students from the I.H Asper School of Business, Jonty Chandrasena and Eric Seniuk, have been raising funds and awareness for the Shinerama Campaign. From hosting a semi-formal Charity Gala, selling candy suckers, and selling aviator Shine Shades, the committee has been shattering records set by previous U of M campaign teams. This year’s campaign team has raised over $28,000 to date over the last three months, and budgeted to raise over $50,000 for the campaign, which will exceed the Western Canada record for Shinerama by a single University or College by over $5,000. It is the passion and commitment that will make this year’s Shine Day the biggest one yet! Shine Day is Thursday, September 16th, 2010. 

 
When Shinerama began in 1964, children with Cystic Fibrosis did not live long enough even to attend kindergarten!  Today, thanks to Shinerama, research and treatment, people with Cystic Fibrosis are living over and beyond the age of 40! This is proof that Shinerama and all of the volunteers' efforts and sponsors are changing and saving lives. You too can, be part of the passion, the goal, and the drive - all to help save the lives of children with Cystic Fibrosis.

The Shinerama team is hoping to have 750 student volunteers all over the U of M campus and various sites throughout Winnipeg.
