e Assist with lighting bikes at one of the bike decorating stations (shift 5:30pm-
7:30pm). Orientation and material pick up at Memorial Park at 4:30pm.

e Provide bike repair services at one of the bike decorating stations & during
the ride in to Broadway (shift 6:30pm-8:30pm)

e Lead a group ride from a bike decorating station to Broadway (two leaders
per ride, shift 6:30pm-8:30pm). Orientation at Memorial Park at 4:30pm.
Safety vests provided.
