May 10-18, 2007

National Jewish Campus Life is pleased to offer a highly subsidized Social Action/ Jewish Identity Program to Cuba to Jewish students across Canada who are involved in social action - on their campuses or in their communities - and who are interested in gaining international volunteer experience while learning first hand about the Jews of Cuba. Indeed, this trip affords students the opportunity to volunteer in different Cuban Jewish communities, and learn about Jewish life in Cuba through meetings, encounters with Jewish youth, volunteerism, and travel. 

This opportunity is available to students who have displayed leadership in the realm of social action (tzedek/ volunteerism) on their campus or in their communities (Jewish and non-Jewish), and have demonstrated academic excellence. Space is limited, and students will be required to complete an application by April 1, 2007 and submit to a telephone interview. Payment is due April 15, 2007 (unless alternate arrangements are made beforehand). 
Cost: Only $999 CDN (+ $50 CDN - tip for tour guide/ bus driver). *Note: scholarships may be available from your local Hillel.

Includes:
*Toronto-Havana-Toronto flights (limited travel subsidies are available for participants flying into Toronto)
*accommodations

*meals (unfortunately, kosher food is not available in Cuba)
*transportation

*educational programs 
*visitor site fees
*travel visas/ exit permits

Participants are responsible for spending money and travel (medical) insurance only. 
Trip extensions are permitted based on availability.
Tentative Program Highlights (subject to change):

· Travel to Havana, Santa Clara, Cienfuegos, Sancti Spiritus, Camaguey, and Trinidad

· Undertake different social action projects in Jewish communities 
· Visit synagogues, Jewish schools, community centres, cemeteries, and Holocaust memorials
· Celebrate Shabbat in Havana

· Learn about Cuban history and society – in particular Cuban Jewish communities – through meetings with Jewish community professionals, journalists, academics, NGO workers and so forth
· Engage with Cuban Jewish university students
· Tour Cuba (Old Cities, museums etc)
