Research Profile: A major research theme in my laboratory is to understand the mechanisms
underlying locomotor recovery in individuals with spinal cord injury, based on their specific lesion.
Although the most recognized feature and hallmark of gait is the rhythmic left-right flexion and extension
movements, balance control is essential to achieve functional locomotion, but remains poorly
understood. In this presentation | will discuss deficits in neural mechanisms that are reflective of poor

balance control in individuals with incomplete spinal cord injury and novel therapeutic approaches that
could normalize these mechanismes.
