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Dr. David Amaral is a Distinguished Professor in the Department of Psychia-
try  and Behavioural Sciences and Centre for Neuroscience at the University 
of California, Davis. He completed his Ph.D. in Neuroscience and Psychology 
at the University of Rochester (1977) and conducted his postdoctoral train-
ing at Washington University (2008).  His laboratory has contributed to both 
basic science on the organization of structures in the medial temporal lobe 
and have carried out translational studies on rhesus monkeys and human 
children designed to better understand the causes of autism spectrum dis-
order.
