Agriculture and Agri-Food Canada located in Winnipeg, Canada, is seeking a Bioinformaticist for a 2-year appointment with possibility to extend to a third year. The position is available April 1, 2010 but start date is negotiable. A PhD in bioinformatics, genetics or computing science combined with complementary experience is required. The incumbent will be involved in numerous aspects of this Genome Canada Project including the construction of a database and user interface to combine genotypic and phenotypic data, physical map analysis and analysis of next generation sequence data for genome assembly and SNP discovery. The incumbent will be required to be familiar with commonly used bioinformatics software such as BLAST, PHRAP/CAP3, HMMER, etc, in order to use them and incorporate them in pipeline or database. Extensive experience programming in Java, R, Perl plus some web-development and relational database administration skills will be required for these tasks. Experience with next-generation sequence analysis and assembly (Roche, Illumina) will be needed to assemble whole and partial genomic sequences and expressed sequence tags for assembly purposes, annotation, single nucleotide polymorphism discovery or single feature polymorphism validation. The incumbent is expected to perform some software and algorithm development to tailor specific analysis when such software or algorithms are not available. This may include de novo development or modification of existing scripts. The incumbent will use and develop bioinformatics tools and perform analyses of data to apply and develop knowledge of molecular biology and genetics. The incumbent will be required to carry out scientific research activities and make available findings through presentation or publication. Administration Linux server will be required. The bioinformaticist position will be administered by the Visiting Fellowship in Canadian Government Laboratories Program of the Natural Sciences and Engineering Research Council of Canada (NSERC).
