
BURSARY ANNOUNCEMENT

THE MIRIAM GREEN ELLIS BURSARY


IN THE DEPARTMENT OF PLANT SCIENCE
Miriam Green Ellis was a writer whose newspaper career spanned more than 40 years.  She is described in her obituary as having "made a notable contribution to the agricultural writings of Canada and unsparingly worked for all things which would benefit rural life".  Mrs. Ellis began her career working on the woman's page of the Prince Albert Herald and later joined the Regina Post covering general assignments.  She found her niche at the Edmonton Bulletin as an agricultural writer.  Mrs. Ellis then became a staff correspondent in the west for the Family Herald and Weekly Star, a national farm magazine published in Montreal.  Working out of Winnipeg, she joined the magazine in 1927 and retired as western editor in 1952.

Mrs. Miriam Green Ellis passed away in 1964.  Most of her estate was bequeathed to the University of Manitoba and the University of Saskatchewan to assist in the betterment of agricultural education.  By the testamentary gift of Mrs. Ellis a fund was established in 1968 to support bursaries in the Department of Plant Science and the Department of Animal Science.  The income from each departmental fund is used to provide one or more bursaries in those departments.

TERMS OF REFERENCE
The Miriam Green Ellis Bursary in the Department of Plant Science shall be awarded to a graduate student who, within an acceptable range of scholarship:

1.
is registered in, and proceeding with, a full time study programme leading to a Master of Science or a Doctor of Philosophy degree within the Department of Plant Science;

2.
has a demonstrated financial need.  The Department of Plant Science will give priority to: a) a student with a dependent child/children whose spouse/partner is not employed, and with no other means of support; b) a student who is a single parent with a dependent child/children and with no other means of support; or, c) a student with a physical disability who has special needs with an associated financial cost.

Application Procedure
An application is made by submitting a completed University of Manitoba 2006/2007 Bursary Application to Martha Blouw, 226 Agriculture Building by OCTOBER 2.  Application forms are available from Martha Blouw.  A student may apply for, and receive the bursary more than once.  The recipient(s) of the bursary(ies) will be notified by the end of December of the year that the application is made.
