AWARD APPLICATION 

 
Scholarships (valued at $4,500/scholarship) will be offered to two students who: 
 

(1) are enrolled full-time in the Faculty of Graduate Studies at the University of Manitoba; 
(2) have achieved a minimum grade point average of 3.0 based on the last 60 credit hours of study 
(or equivalent); and 
(3) are conducting research in the area of family or gender-based violence.  

 
At least one of the two scholarships will be awarded with first preference going to a student who has 
self-declared as a First Nations, Métis, or Inuit person from Canada, and second preference to an 
eligible student who is conducting Indigenous-focused research.  
 
Applicants should submit this form as well as the following documents: 
 

1)  A current certified copy of academic transcripts (an official copy is not necessary) 
2)  A one-page description of their proposed research (maximum of 500 words)
